RSPB WILD CHALLENGE
Orchard class are working towards the RSPB Wild Challenge – which helps children to get outdoors and promote thinking of how to look after our world and everything that lives in it. 
This week’s challenge is:
Big Bird Watch
This activity is about counting the number of birds in your garden. About an hour is a good time to keep a look at for birds if you can.
The results also contribute to Big Garden Birdwatch – the world's largest wildlife survey. The Big Schools Birdwatch is an annual event that takes place January to February – this year, it is this weekend!
What do I do? 
1. Choose an hour time slot during your day or over the weekend.
2. During this hour, record the birds you see in your garden. You could always use your binoculars for a closer look if you have some! Remember it is very important to stay nice and quiet too!
3. Record the maximum number of birds you see at any one time on the survey sheet on our class web page. Each time you see a bird, mark it off on the sheet by colouring the next number. If you think it may be the same bird you have already seen, don’t colour another box.
4. Send your results to Mrs Luffman who will collate them and submit them to RSPB Big School’s Bird Watch.
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
