Golden Eagles Class

The children have been learning how to divide whole numbers by ten, creating a decimal. In English, the children have started to learn about informal letters and the features of these. We have used our inference and retrieval skills to pick out information from the text to answer comprehension questions. Our new topic for this term is World War Two. This week the children learned about what a balanced diet is and why this is important to us to keep healthy.
