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The Amazon Rainforest, also known as Amazonia, is
the largest tropical rainforest in the world. Over
half of it is in Brazil, but it is also in other South
American countries such as Peru and Colombia. One in
five of the world's bird species live in the rainforest,
s well as some deadly creatures such as the
‘anaconda, jaguar and cougar. Wildlife and vegetation
thrives because of the hot and humid conditions - it
rains almost every day in the rainforest. The River
Amazon, the second longest river in the world, flows
through Amazonia.

Tguazu Falls has amazed
tourists and locals for centuries.
There are 275 individual drops
on the falls, cascading
magnificently from a height of
almost 100m.
