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Meet the Golden Eagles team
[bookmark: _GoBack]Miss Paul is the class teacher (until December 2021, Mrs Stuart will be returning in January). Mrs Wilson is the Teaching Assistant. Mrs Jones and Mrs Sharman will cover Miss Paul’s PPA afternoon on a Wednesday. 

Expectations
At the start of the term we discuss rights and responsibilities with the class and they write their own class charter.
We have high expectations in Golden Eagles.  
· We expect Golden Eagles to be kind and respectful.
· We have high expectations of behaviour.
· We expect the children to try their best.  
· We focus on personal improvement from whatever starting point a child has.
· We expect children to present their work neatly.

Curriculum 
Writing – eg. newspaper articles, diary writing, perspective writing, biographies, information writing, narrative.  We use experiences, books and video clips as stimuli and wherever possible we link this to the topics we are learning about.
Maths – arithmetic and reasoning.  When children come into year 3, it is expected that they know their 2, 5 and 10 times tables and the inverse division calculations. Throughout year 3 and 4 the children have many opportunities to practise other times tables and they are tested weekly on these. We use fun and engaging videos and songs to support the children with retaining these facts. 
Grammar, punctuation and spelling – we have a grammar and punctuation focused lesson each week and a spelling test each week. The spellings generally have a pattern and these are explicitly taught within lessons at school. It is expected that children practise these at home, they are stuck in their reading records weekly. 
Sports – including opportunities to represent the school at a range of sports (dependent on restrictions)
Other topics: linked together in a ‘creative curriculum’
Topics
Our main topics this year will be The Romans, The UK and Ancient Egypt. 


Reading Challenge
Golden Eagles children are expected to read every day and this needs to be recorded in the Reading Record book.  The children are expected to read between 5 and 20 pages a day, depending on their reading band. For example, free readers are expected to read 20 pages a day. 
In class, children gain team points for their effort with their daily reading.
Homework Expectations
Every week, the children will be given the following as homework:
· Timestables (differentiated according to year group)
· Spellings (in preparation for the spelling test every Thursday)
· Grammar and punctuation OR maths (based upon that week’s learning)
Times tables
Times tables will be tested every Tuesday. For the first few weeks of term, we will be concentrating on consolidation of the timestables and children will be expected to know each timetable thoroughly before they can move on to the mixed timestables.  For the first few weeks they will be tested on multiplication and division facts (e.g. 5 x 2 =?,  20 ÷ 2 =?).  The test is timed for 5 minutes, and the children will aim to improve their time and/or score each week. 
One way that has proved particularly useful for practising times tables is the use of online apps and games – including Timestables Rock Stars.

Spellings
The children will be given spellings based upon the year 3 and 4 English curriculum every Friday which are based upon a particular spelling rule.   Homework will be given to support this.  These spellings will then be revisited on Monday and given as handwriting practice during the week.  The spellings will be tested on the following Thursday.   Homework is handed in on Wednesday and on Friday children are given their new homework as well as their spelling list for the upcoming week. 
 
Grammar/Punctuation and Maths
The children will be given a maths task or a grammar/ punctuation task every Friday to complete for homework.  This will consolidate the learning from that week.
Homework completion
Homework is be expected to be handed in every Wednesday.
