                                              GREEK INVENTIONS
The Greeks invented lots of interesting things including things that we still use today. One of their most used inventions today are phones but they were not like our phones are now.
THE OLYMPIC GAMES
The Olympic Games began in the ancient Greek city of Olympia, this is where it gets its name from. The city played a number of different sports, and repeated this every four years. The sports that they played were boxing, wrestling, long jump, high jump, javelin, shot put and running. They dedicated all their games to Greek gods.
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THE WATERMILL                            
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The horizontal watermill was invented by the Greek engineer Philo of Byzantium at the beginning of the 3rd century and then the vertical watermill by Ptolemaic Alexandria was designed a little later in the century.                                                    
At first the wheels were used for crop irrigation, grinding grains and supplying drinking water for the villagers but then they were also used for sawmills, pumps and even powered textile mills.
The force of the water pushes the wheel round which then turns all the other wheels inside and when the corn is poured in the top the machines grind it into flour.
Watermills are still used today .
MAPS
The first Greek to invent a geographical map was Anaximander. He lived in Miletus in the 6th century 610-545 BC. He was also the first to invent the lines of longitude and latitude. It helped people to travel years ago. Anaximander drew the maps showing areas that he knew were inhabited on them.
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THE ALARM CLOCK
The idea for the alarm clock came from Hellenistic engineer and inventor called Ctestitus. He changed his water clock and fitted a dial and a pointer and also added an alarm which was made by pebbles dropping into a drum or on a gong or trumpets blowing at set times. The water clocks worked by the water dripping into a pot then when it got to a point it would sound an alarm.
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
