Ctesibus made a system of dropping pedals on a gong to make a sound which was the first alarm clock. However, the sound it made was not loud enough to wake a single person.

Central heating

The Greeks also invented central heating as you all may know we rely on central heating to keep us warm. Sure, many of us also use older heating systems to, such as a fireplace, however all homes now have central heating. The temple of Ephesus was heated by fuels planted in the ground and circulating the heat which was generated by fire.
