Term 3/4 update
Dear Parent/Carer,
As you may know, we try and make sure all of the time spent in school is meaningful for the children and by the time they leave us to go to secondary school, we want them to be fully prepared – both academically and socially -  with the ability to think creatively and logically.  

The SATs results this year were the best we have ever had. Out of 329 Lincolnshire primary schools we were:

· 2nd for progress in reading; 

· 2nd for attainment in maths;

· 5th for progress in maths;

· 6th for the percentage of pupils gaining greater depth in all subjects; 

· 10th for attainment in reading.

We were also in the top 3% of schools nationally.  This could not have been achieved without the hard work and determination of the pupils, support from the parents and the dedication of the whole school staff who give up a lot of their own time to support the children in every way they can. However, in addition to this, we are very proud of all of the additional enrichment activities the children have the opportunity to take part in such as sport, music and drama.  We also very much enjoy bringing the topics we study to life and giving the children the opportunity to learn through experience – for example through topic days and school trips.  

This term our topic is ‘The Victorians’ (please see the attached sheet).  We will be having a Victorian School Day on Tuesday 25th February when the children can dress as Victorians and experience what life was like in the Victorian classroom.  Please could you save a jam jar for the children to bring in on this day. In addition to this, and following on from the very successful class assembly, we would like to invite you to a ‘Victorian afternoon tea’ where you will also be entertained with songs from the Victorian Music Hall!  This will be on Monday 30th March at 2pm.  Again, the children can wear Victorian costumes for this.  Some examples of Victorian clothing are on the following page.

 As you are already probably aware, we like to make the most out of every minute spent in school.  For this reason, if children arrive in school early, as soon as they come into the classroom, they immediately begin working on an early morning activity.  These early morning activities are either based on maths, grammar and punctuation, reading comprehension or spelling.  After registration, we then go through and mark this work together so that children can learn from any mistakes. If they arrive early, they will have a longer time to complete the activities and receive support if they need it.

If you arrive at 8.45am every day rather than 9.00am, this could add up to an additional 1 hour and 15 mins learning per week!  Whilst children do not have to be in school until 9.00am, we have found that it is beneficial for them to be in earlier so that they have longer to do the early morning activity.  It makes a difference to attainment, progress and it also gives the chance to settle in and focus ready for the day ahead.
