ENGLISH
Just like we do in class, write this in rough first and edit it as you go along, and then write it up neatly or type it up.  
L.O. To write a character description based upon ‘The Lighthouse’
I would like you to use the following in your character description:
· adventurous vocabulary
· adjectives
· adverbs
· alliteration
· similes 
· metaphors
· show not tell
·  colon or semi colon (Year 6)
Day 1  - Watch The Lighthouse again.  https://www.literacyshed.com/the-lighthouse.html This week you will be writing a character description about the lighthouse keeper.  We will be using the section 0.45 – 1.20.  Use the OSIE grid provided to help you plan ideas for your character description. Use a thesaurus (or Google/Word thesaurus) if you can to help you improve your vocabulary.
Day 2  - Write a paragraph using the planning you did on the OSIE grid.
Day 3 – Edit and improve the paragraph.  Write another paragraph.
Day 4  – Edit and improve your character description.  Check you have included all of the features given in the bullet point list above.   Write/type it up in neat.
I have provided an example below to demonstrate the kind of thing I am looking for.
A solitary figure sat at an old wooden desk, scribbling a letter.  Light from a candle illuminated his face, emphasising his craggy features which were set in stone.  On the top of his head, he proudly wore a grey cap – as grey as the December seas - which identified him as the lighthouse keeper. He welcomed the solitude and solace that his job provided; he had no family and had only the sea for company.  That was how he liked it.
As the cheers from the coastal village below met his ears, his brow furrowed into a frown.  He slammed the window shut and grunted.  Suddenly, the light from the lighthouse went out and a great gust of wind blew open his window - causing the flame on the candle to gutter and extinguish. Hastily, he grabbed his lantern and raced up the spiral staircase.
SCIENCE
L.O. To use my knowledge to show how cacti adapt to their environment.

Just as you did last week, label the cactus picture with the adaptations it has developed so it can survive in its habitat – the desert. Remember to use a ruler.

TOPIC: ART and SCIENCE
L.O. To use my knowledge to create and design a new creature that has adapted to living in its habitat
You have 3 lessons over the course of this week to do this.
Before you start creating your brand new creature, think about the following.  Please make notes.
· Which habitat does it live in?  Look at the powerpoint to remind you of the different habitats you could chose from.  It is very important that you choose the habitat before you design your creature.  This is because what it will look like will depend upon the adaptations it has developed to survive in that habitat

· What is it called? You could invent a brand new name, the name could relate to its features, or it could be a combination of animals that already exist.
· 
· What are the physical features of this creature? – Make sure that these features are directly related to its adaptations to live in that habitat.  Eg if it lives in the desert it needs features that will help to keep it cool.
· 
· Why are these features needed in this habitat?
· 
· What does this creature eat? Again think about where it lives.  Plants?  Other animals?  Is it a predator - if it is what will it eat and what adaptations does it need to catch the prey?
· 
· What does this creature do during the day? Or is it nocturnal?  What features does it have that have helped it to adapt to living and surviving during the day/at night?
· 
· Does this creature have any natural predators?  If so what adaptations does it have to help it escape/hide from them?
I’m looking for you to fully label and explain at least 5 adaptations.  Remember to use a ruler when you are labelling.
You can watch any of the videos from last week as a recap about adaptations.
I have provided some examples of what your piece of work might look like in the resources section.
