Key features of diary entry writing
· Past tense
· First person (I, we)
· Chronological (time order)
· Informal – use a chatty style with contractions
· Write about the most important events
· Time conjunctions (after that, 
· Engage the reader (you’ll never guess what, well what would you do? Etc.  Use rhetorical questions.
· Include your feelings and opinions
