ENGLISH

Your factfile could include the following sections (but you can choose your own too):  
· Early life   
· Education
· Family  
· Career  
· Achievements
· Did you know?  
· Fact and figures  
It should include photos if possible and try to make it as eye catching and attractive as possible.
Remember to use rhetorical questions to hook the reader and you can put some of the information in bullet points.
Day 1 – research and make notes about the life of David Attenborough
Day 2 – plan your factfile and begin to draft it
Day 3 – finish your draft
Day 4  - edit, improve and write/type up the factfile
