Please complete maths work in your maths book and all other work on the sheets or in your purple book.   Use neat joined handwriting.
ENGLISH
Final pieces of work can be handwritten (neatly!) or typed.
Just like we do in class, you can write this in rough first and edit it as you go along, and then write it up neatly or type it up.  
You have 3 days to do this so I would recommend that you spread out the workload.  For example:
Day 1 – plan the content (what basic information will you put in each paragraph?) and complete the OSIE grid.  Look at the video https://www.literacyshed.com/the-lighthouse.html  You are going to write a setting description – but only up to the video at 37 seconds.  Look at the photos.  Read through the OSIE grid at the examples.  Write our own sentences and phrases in each of the sections.
Day 2 – write the draft setting description.  Write one paragraph – but make it a really good one!  Vary sentence length, include adventurous vocabulary, simile, metaphor, personification.  Describe what it looks like, what it sounds like etc.  Do not use the word ‘I’ eg I can see….
Day 3 – Edit and improve your work.  Check spellings, check punctuation, improve and change vocabulary.  Write or type it up neatly.

L.O. To understand how animals adapt to their environment

L.O. To understand who Buddha was and how he is represented in art
Read through the powerpoint :The Story of Buddha.
Label the symbolism on the picture of Buddha (see example).  Eg
· Elongated earlobes to show enlightenment; 
· sat on lotus flower to show that even though it grows in dirty water it still becomes a perfect flower; 
· calm expression on face; 
· sat cross legged in meditation pose; 
· right hand raised and facing outwards as a symbol of protection; 
· curly hair symbolising enlightenment; 
· robes made from rags; 
· halo behind to show the light coming from Buddha )
L.O. To make a dharma wheel to represent the eightfold path
Read the the powerpoint: The Eightfold Path
Follow the instructions on the video to make a dharma wheel. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=OZSSrJ_Ae6M
 Label each spoke with one of the eight teachings. Then stick it in your book.
