MATHS
Length of time for the lesson
Maths lessons in school are usually 1 hour long.  Please could you try to stick to this as much as possible and complete as much work you can within this time.  
Presentation of work
Barn Owls know that I am very particular about high standards of presentation!  I would like you to follow the same rules of presentation that we follow in school:
· Write the date in Roman numerals.  Underline it. 
· Write the Learning Objective (LO). Underline it
· Write digits clearly and neatly
· One digit per square
· Show your working out
· Underline your final answer 
· Please do any underlining with a ruler/straight edge
The tasks for each day are given on the weekly timetable along with the LO and page numbers/activities.

ENGLISH
Final pieces of work can be handwritten (neatly!) or typed.
Use the knowledge you have gained Please write a biography about Mary Anning.   Remember we did this for Gustav Holst too.  I have given two examples of Mary Anning biographies to give you an idea of what I would like.  However just look at these to get an idea – please don’t copy them in any way, this needs to be written in your own words.
Features of biography writing include 
· introduction (hook the reader eg rhetorical questions) 
· third person (she/they etc)
· past tense
· chronological order
· key events in the person’s life
· facts and figures
· quotes (you can always make these up!)
· conclusion (eg their legacy)
Try and include brackets or other parenthesis.  Vary your sentence length, use fronted adverbials (with commas!) and don’t forget to use paragraphs
Year 6, I would also like to see you using passive voice, semi colons and colons too.
Just like we do in class, you can write this in rough first and edit it as you go along, and then write it up neatly or type it up.  
You have 4 days to do this so I would recommend that you spread out the workload.  For example:
Day 1 – plan the content (what basic information will you put in each paragraph?) and write the introduction
Day 2 – write the next 2/3 paragraphs
Day 3 – write the next 2/3 paragraphs
Day 4 – write the conclusion and write up the whole thing
