ENGLISH
L.O. To produce a piece of writing about home learning

· An introduction
· Interesting sentence starters with fronted adverbials (with commas afterwards)
· Conjuctions (however, therefore, since, because, whenever etc)
· Parenthesis (brackets, comas, dashes)
· A conclusion
Year 6, I would also like to see colons, semi-colons and use of passive voice
I would like full sentences, explanations and paragraphs – no bullet points in this piece of writing please.  You need to PEE (make your Point, Explain and give Evidence) on your work.
