ENGLISH and Food technology
Just like we do in class, write this in rough first and edit it as you go along, and then write it up neatly or type it up.  
Activity 1
L.O. To use my knowledge to write a non-chronological report about Viking food
First of all you need to understand what the Vikings ate and drank and how they cooked/made food
Write about what they would have had to eat and drink and how they cooked it
You could divide it into sections, for example:
· What did Vikings eat?
· How did Vikings prepare and cook their food?
· What did Vikings drink?
· What would the Vikings eat during a typical day?
· Viking feasts

Key features of non chronological report writing
· Title
· Introduction paragraph
· Text split into paragraphs
· Subheadings for each paragraph
· Past tense
· Third person (they)
· Engage the reader (Eg  Use rhetorical questions)
· Fact boxes
· Bullet point lists (but not too many!)
· Pictures
Activity 2
L.O. To research Viking recipes
L.O. To cook Viking food
L.O. To write up a Viking recipe and decorate it
Key features of recipe writing
· Title
· Subheadings (ingredients, method)
· Opening sentence to encourage the reader to try making the recipe
· Bullet points for the ingredients
· Numbered points for the method
· Simple steps
· Imperative (bossy) verbs (eg pour, stir)
· Adverbs to show how to do the instructions (eg carefully, gradually)
· Chronological order with time conjunctions (eg firstly, after that, finally)
· Formal tone
· Closing sentence to describe what has been achieved
