ENGLISH
Just like we do in class, write this in rough first and edit it as you go along, and then write it up neatly or type it up.

Listen to how David Attenborough describes animals.  He uses the present tense and describes the setting that the animal is in and the character of that animal (e.g. how it moves, what it looks like, what noises it makes etc.).  There is a wonderful book called ‘The Wonder Garden’ that is beautifully illustrated, tells you about lots of animals and is written in a David Attenborough style which we will use for examples of this week’s writing.  I have given examples on Monday’s resources section of the class webpage. 
L.O. To write a description about an animal in the style of David Attenborough.  
First of all, you will be writing a description of a real animal of your choice in this style.
I would like you to use the following in your description:
· present tense
· second person (written like you are talking directly to someone eg you will see….)
· adverbs and adjectives
· adventurous vocabulary 
· parenthesis (Year 5 and Year 6)
· colon or semi colon (Year 6)
· only one paragraph is needed  - but make it quality!
You could include information about where it lives, what it sounds like, how it moves, what it looks like.
Day 1  - draft your paragraph of description
Day 2  - edit, improve and write/type up the paragraph in neat
L.O. To write a description about the creature I created in the style of David Attenborough
This description will be written in the same style as the one above, but this time it will be about the creature that you created and annotated last week.  I have provided examples on Wednesday’s resource page on the class webpage to demonstrate the kind of thing I am looking for.
Day 3 – draft your paragraph of description
Day 4  - edit, improve and write/type up the paragraph in neat
SCIENCE
(Next week in Science we will be learning more about Charles Darwin.)
L.O. To investigate how birds’ beaks have adapted to enable them to survive in different environments

The click on the photo at the top of the webpage to start the video.  
1. Look at sheet 1 (bird and beak diagram) to see how the shape of birds’ beaks have adapted to where they live and what they eat.
2. Read the instruction for the beaks investigation and watch the class video.  
3. Make your predictions in the first column of the sheet (B best beak worksheet).  Carry out the investigation and complete the second column of the sheet.  Were your predictions accurate?
4. Finally, based on the shape of the bird’s beak and what you have learned from the investigation, match the bird beak to what you think it eats (C matching worksheet).
Wherever possible, please carry out this investigation for yourself.  I appreciate that not everyone will have chopsticks or pipe cleaners at home – but you could try using other things that are similar.  Feel free to adapt and improvise with the equipment – depending on what you have at home.  I will be putting up a video of the class investigation, so if you cannot do this at home, please watch the class video.
TOPIC: HISTORY
L.O. To use my knowledge to write information about the Vikings 
You have 2 lessons this week to do this.  
You could do this as a powerpoint or factfile it is your choice.  If you wanted to, you could even make a video of yourself talking about the Vikings.  
I would like you to include information about the following:
· When were the Vikings in Britain?
· Where did they come from?
· How did they get to Britain – what are Viking longships?
For now, just keep to these questions please.
