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[bookmark: _GoBack]At Quadring Primary School, we follow the Jolly Phonics Scheme for teaching phonics. This scheme introduces our children to the sounds that letters make with the use of a story, an action and a song to relate to each of the Reception sounds.
We use the following order to teach our Phonics:
Reception:
Week 1 sounds: s, a, t, i
Week 2 sounds: p, n, c, k, ck
Week 3 sounds: e, h, r, m
Week 4 sounds: d, g, o, u
Week 5 sounds: l, f, b
Week 6 sounds: ss, ll, ff

Week 7 sounds: j, v, w, x
Week 8 sounds: y, z, zz, qu
Week 9 sounds: ch, sh, th,th, ng
Week 10 sounds: ai, ee, or, oa
Week 11 sounds: oo, oo, ar, er
Week 12 sounds: ou(ow), oi, ue, ie (igh)
Week 13 sounds: air, ear, ure
Weeks 14 & 15: Consolidation of all of the above.

Week 16: y as “ee”
Week 17 & 18: Split digraphs a-e, e-e, i-e, o-e, u-e
Week 19: ay for “ai” & oy for “oi”
Week 20: ea for “ee”
Week 21: y for “ie”
Week 22: ow for “oa”
Week 23: ir and ur for “er”
Week 24: ew for “ue” & “oo”
Week 25: ow for “ou” & ph for “f”
Week 26: soft c and soft g
Week 27: aw for “or”

Week 29: au & al for “or”
Weeks 30 – 36: Revision of all alternative spellings for vowel sounds

Terminology
Throughout our Phonics teaching at 	Quadring Primary School we will use the following terminology, which children will be expected to understand and use themselves:
Phoneme – A phoneme is the smallest unit f sound in a word. It is generally accepted that most varieties of spoken English use about 44 phonemes. 
Grapheme – A grapheme is a symbol of a phoneme. It is a letter or group of letters representing a sound. 
Segmenting and blending – Segmenting consists of breaking words down into phonemes to spell. Blending consists of building words from phonemes to read. Both skills are important.
Diagraph – This is when two letters come together to make a phoneme. For example /oa/ makes the sound in ‘boat’ and is also known as a vowel diagraph.
There are also consonant diagraphs, for example, /sh/ and /ch/. 
Trigraph – This is when three letters come together to make one phoneme, for example /igh/.
Split diagraph – A split diagraph is a diagraph in which the two letters are not adjacent, for example /a-e/ as seen in ‘make’. 
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
