

Quadring Cowley and Brown’s Writing Intent, Implementation and Impact Statement

Intent:
At Quadring Primary School we believe that writing Is a key skill for life both inside and outside of education and it is therefore a crucial part of our curriculum at Quadring Primary. By the end of Year Six we intend our children to have developed a love of writing and to be able to express their thoughts and ideas clearly and creatively through the written word.  They should be able to confidently communicate their knowledge, ideas and emotions through their writing. We want them to write clearly, accurately, coherently, and creatively, adapting their language and style for a range of meaningful contexts, purposes and audiences.
We also intend to create writers who can re-read, edit and improve their own writing, and enable pupils to be able to confidently use the essential skills of grammar, punctuation and spelling. At Quadring, we set high expectations for all our children to take pride in their work and have a fluent, joined handwriting style.  

Our aim is for ALL learners to achieve their full potential in writing and we are committed to providing the scaffolds and challenge needed in order for our children to achieve this – including those who have SEND in relation to writing.

 
Implementation:

All children receive a daily English lesson, however, in order to help us to develop confident, enthusiastic writers who can express themselves in a variety of different styles and across a variety of contexts, our teaching of writing is often cross circular and linked to our class topics. This provides our children with regular opportunities to write for a range of purposes and audiences.  Pieces of writing will therefore be seen in a range of workbooks including topic, science, R.E and English.

Writing tasks are specific and meaningful, and often meet a purpose to engage children and to illustrate how their writing skills can be applied to real life contexts.
We provide a range of exciting ‘hooks’ as stimuli for writing.   Wherever possible, children are given the opportunity to write from experiences. This may be seen in the form of writing produced after watching a film clip, reading a book, acting out a story or scene or a visit. 

Oracy is prioritised in our writing curriculum in order to build vocabulary for all learners and increase understanding of trickier texts used across our curriculum. Discussion, questioning and learning texts with actions all increase understanding and prepare our children with the tools they need in order to be successful in their writing. Our aim is for ALL learners to achieve their full potential in writing and we are committed to providing the scaffolds and challenge needed in order for our children to achieve this.

In KS2, children have an English editing book in which they are able to freely edit their work without worrying about making their class books untidy.  They are then able to copy their final versions neatly into their class book.

Grammar and punctuation is integral to the teaching of writing.  This is taught in discrete lessons and opportunities for practising and revisiting all aspects of grammar and punctuation are included throughout the day across the curriculum.
 
Children learn spellings at home each week and these are tested in school.  Additionally, spelling is taught daily in Key Stage 1, in Phonics lessons, and weekly in key Stage 2.  Children who need additional support with spelling receive a variety of interventions that are tailored to address their gaps.

[bookmark: _GoBack]All classes follow the handwriting policy and in Year 6, children who have reached the expected standard in handwriting are given the opportunity to write in pen.

 

Impact:
Pupils will make good progress from their own personal starting points.  Writing is formally assessed three times per year and staff participate in internal and external moderation.  By the end of Year Six they will be able to write clearly and accurately and adapt their language and style in and for a range of contexts, purposes and audiences. Our pupils will acquire a wide vocabulary and have a strong command of the written word. Most importantly, they will develop a love of writing and be well equipped for the rest of their education.
